The commissioned piece will be 
for 28–32 unaccompanied voices on a sacred or secular text and will be premiered 
June 4th and June 6th, 2010, as part of BCE’s final concert of their 2009–2010 season.

Composers of all ages and from all countries are invited to submit three work 
samples along with a short application and supplemental materials. Submissions 
must be postmarked or e-mailed no later than Wednesday, October 7th, 2009.
